Mr. Martin Lynch Manchester Tax Assessor introduced. What sets the values for the properties in 
town is: Assessed Value X Tax Rate = Taxes. 

 We have about 28,000 properties about 82 square miles. They just completed a re-assessment 
re-evaluation in the township which is done in-house. Values as of 10/1/19 were as close to 
100% as the market value could be. Then COVID hit. No one expected the market to boom. So 
much higher than expected. Assessments at this time are well below market value. As of right 
now if you sold your house at the market value your taxes will not change. They feel there is no 
need to do another re-evaluation at this time. Property tax assessment is concerned with being 
fair and equitable. One model ex. BEDFORD and a similar model will be assessed the same. 
Some properties may be paying different taxes than the same model down the street. When 
they did the re-assessment this time there is a wide variance in the condition of the homes. 
Some homes are totally renovated, others in between, and some have no updates. They were 
very fair doing these evaluations. The condition was a big factor in the re-assessment.  
Taxes in Manchester are made up of 3 factors: School 60%, 40% split up between County and 
Municipal.  

The Heritage Mineral project is still on hold. It could start being developed at any time. This will 
add 2450 homes. Our area is prominently residential.   

Whiting is 91% senior. Some regional developers struggle with our demographics and what the 
medium income is. The commercial base is growing. Warehouse and apartment projects are 
happening. Our average residential property tax assessment before the re-assessment was 
161,000; when completed it went to 200,000. Since they haven't done another re-assessment 
the average is going to creep up a little. 

The average residential sale price is closer to 300,000 now, in 2019 it was 200,000. 
Since 2019 overall town-wide market value has gone up 50%.  
Senior and Veteran deductions are available if you are eligible. Peacetime veterans are now 
eligible. The veterans' exemptions, (100% disabled active duty veteran) you are eligible for 
complete exemption of your primary property resident taxes. Co-OPs are included.  
  
There is the Senior deductible If you are 65+ or a disabled person and your annual income not 
counting social security does not exceed $10,000 per year you are eligible for $250.00 per 
year. Property tax freeze is handled by the state. The NJ property reimbursement program 
phone number is 1800-882-6597.

I’ve not run this article in quite some time, so this month we’ll 
have a refresher course. Did you ever wonder what is going on 
inside your camera, or cell phone, when you take a picture? Many 
things are going on simultaneously, but here’s the quick version.

When you push the shutter button halfway (camera) or touch 
the screen (cell phone) the focusing system is activated and the 
camera/phone locks on the subject. The metering system measures 
the amount of light and determines the correct exposure.

When you push the shutter the rest of the way, (camera) or tap 
the screen (cell phone) the aperture (similar to the iris in your eye) 
opens to the correct size, and the sensor chip (digital “fi lm”) is 
charged and the shutter opens to allow the light to hit the sensor. In 
cameras without a shutter and cell phones, the sensor is charged for 
the correct amount of time for a proper exposure.

When the correct amount of light has hit the sensor the shutter 
closes. The camera processes the image and stores it to the digital 
media.

MINUTE

Happy Summer Residents of Village 1! 
This month I would like to discuss a variety of topics that are more preveleant in the summer months. 
  
Total Work Orders Completed (past 30 calendar days) = 360 
  
Dogs 
Personally, it’s always nice to see so many residents out walking their dogs.  However, I do not like to 
see how people dispose of their dog’s waste in a lot of cases…if they do clean it up at all.  There are 
public garbage cans located around the Village, people should not be utilizing the in-ground per-
sonal garbage cans as they seem fit.  The Maintenance Department should not have to receive and 
address calls regarding stray dog waste bags in their garbage cans.  Please take your bags back to 
your unit to dispose of it properly. 
  
Leaving your dog(s) outside, unattended is not permitted.  Additionally, you are required to clean up 
any dog waste around your property.  Too often there are literal mine fields around the buildings 
which is considered common ground and the Maintenance Department, residents or guests should 
not have to be concerned while walking through these areas.   
  
Your dog(s) must be leashed at all times. 
  
If you are observed not cleaning up after your dog, improperly disposing of waste bags, unleashed 
dog(s) or allowing your dog(s) to roam around outside unattended, you can expect a letter and po-
tential fines from the Board of Trustees. 
  
Grills 
Doing some outdoor grilling goes hand in hand with the summer time.  It is important that you keep 
the grills a minimum of 10 feet from the buildings. If you are a propane user, Village 1 does not want 
to see spare propane cans (empty or full) around the exterior of the buildings. If you are a charcoal 
griller, please make sure you are disposing of your charcoal properly, it should not be dumped in the 
yard  or common areas. Please make sure the waste is completely extinguished before disposing.   
  
If you need extra storage, Village 1 does allow residents to purchase a shed for extra storage. There 
are regulations to the size and shape of the sheds, please contact the Maintenance Department for 
information.
