The MCC monthly meeting was held at Village 5 Clubhouse, Schoolhouse Rd, Whiting, NJ. 

Guest speaker Mrs. Diane Pedrosa was appointed the Manchester Township School District's first 
female Superintendent of Schools.  She's been in Manchester for 27 years.  She started as an 
English teacher, special education teacher, high school curriculum director, vice principal, and 
principal.  She came up the ranks internally.  Pre- covid they did a good job helping kids meet 
standards post -covid kids got used to working from home.  It's important that kids attend 
school daily. We have approximately 260 ESL.  There are 2 ESL specialists in each school. 

A participant brought up bussed children in the 55-plus communities. This is an important topic 
that affects all our communities.  Judy Noonan will set up a meeting to discuss this further.  

Chief of Police Chief Ellis, law enforcement, and the school system work together with the influx 
of immigrants.  They do their best to help the children with their transition.  Technology, foreign 
language, issues beyond our control, rules and regulations that we want to follow, and issues in 
the court systems.

MANCHESTER COORDINATING COUNCIL 
The MCC monthly meeting was held on November 25th at 

Village 5 Clubhouse, Schoolhouse Rd, Whiting, NJ. 

Gerrie Vergona from St Stephens Episcopal Church, certified by a national organization, was a guest 
speaker discussing Human Trafficking. Two types of trafficking: Labor and Sex.  325,000 children came 
across the border, and no one knows where they are. A report about a week ago came through that 
there are over 200 children found in one home.  A 5-year-old child can be trafficked 5 times a day. 
Their process is to target the victim, scout for vulnerabilities to exploit, gain trust through manipulation, 
fill a need, force isolation, and maintain control through abusive behavior. Traffickers can be groomed 
in less than 30 minutes.  Of trafficked children, 60% were from foster care/group homes. Young chil-
dren need to be watched every second.  National Trafficking Hotline:  888-373-7888 or text 233733. 

Speeding in private neighborhoods is a big issue. The police department will assist by lending equip-
ment to monitor areas of concern. 

December 7 at Harry Wright Lake, Manchester, will celebrate Christmas in the Pines. 

The tree ordinance vote has been postponed till next year. 

Meeting adjourned 2:45, the next meeting is January 27, 2025.
