THE MANCHESTER COORDINATING COUNCIL MEETING

MCC monthly meeting was held at Village 5 Club House
on November 22, 2021, at 1:30 PM.

Jamie from FulFill was our guest speaker. She gave some history of
FullFill of Ocean and Monmouth County. In 1999, 3 residents no-
ticed a need for food assistance, rented space in Spring Lake. By
2001 they outgrew this space, campaigned, and now have a 42,000
square foot warehouse. The warehouse holds about 2.2 million
pounds of food. They usually distribute about 1 million pounds of
food per month to local food pantries, food shelters, and pantries.
It's like a Costo/ BJ's type atmosphere. She explained the kid's food
back pak program, showed a sample, and explained they distribute
about 1000 packs per week. They also put together crisis boxes for a
family of 4 for four days. Between 3000 and 4000 per week were
distributed during the peak of COVID, need went down to about
1200 boxes, now need is spiking again since stimulus checks were
stopped. They have about 3000 volunteers. Food is donated and
they also have hotel buying power. All food distributed is in perfect
condition and not outdated. They offer an intense 13-week Culinary
training program in Toms River that includes food safety certification
and culinary training. The 60th graduating class will be in December
2021. Pop the trunk distribution program is offered in Neptune and
Toms River locations every Friday from 1-3PM. You do not need to be
registered, need food, pull in to the location, pop the trunk and they
will give you a crisis box for a family of 4 for 4 days. Attendees to the
meeting donated non-perishable food for her to bring back to the
facility.

The MCC executive committee will be reviewing our by-laws and
updating them. We announced that we are looking for new mem-
bers and if interested contact Anna Marie Russo recording secretary
in writing.

The next meeting is on January 24th with Mayor Hudak as our
guest speaker.

Executive Committee feels we need to have a Legislative chairper-
son. We made a formal nomination to Judy Noonan, and she ac-
cepted. There are a couple of bills at present that may affect every-
one. Judy was a councilwoman for 11 years and was extremely in-
volved. Bill that was just signed by the Governor is S-2861 This Bill
signed is what we have to keep an eye on Judy had handouts of the
Bill along with the NJ legislative regulatory process and a list of
those who signed the Bill. For the meeting in January, she will con-
dense the explanations of the Bills. She will keep us updated.

A petition for Aldi's/Lidl grocery store was distributed to sign and get
other signatures in support of bringing them to the Whiting section
of town.

Councilman Jim Vacarro gave us updates. The clock that needs re-
pair will be repaired in January, they had to locate a vendor to fix it.

If a deer is killed or injured on township property they take care of it,
if it is wounded or dies in a private community the HOA takes care of
it if it occurs in your yard you or your HOA take care of it. If it's on
township property contact animal control.

Property omRoute 530wittbea Storage facitity MrCokes askedto-
develop this land. it was approved, this storage will be managed by
Mr. Cokes and his partners. The new Dollar General being construct-
ed is causing traffic issues since they are only to do their deliveries
off hours. Township officials will address this. The new BBQ place is
moving in the shopping center. It will be a BYO. Jim explained the
cost of square footage is more expensive here than east of here.

The Red Barn on Route 70 will be a food pantry and restaurant.
Some servers and workers have autism. They will be offering food
and Kohrs ice cream. Meals will not be over $12.00. Itis said to be a
beautiful facility, opening slowly but will be in full swing soon.

Speeding and running stop signs have become a problem in private
communities. Speed limit signs and STOP written on the road were
suggested. If your community wants police presence you have to
getTitle 39. Guidance requested about homeowners removing trees
in the Pine Lands. Seems that all communities have limited funds to
only remove damaged trees, All community residents have to have
permission to remove a tree that is not damaged.

Martucci's hosted a meet and greet with police officers that were
enjoyed by our community members.

To look up township ordinances go on the township website, all
codes are listed.

It was agreed that no residents are employed at any Community due
to conflict of interest.
