Greetings Residents of Village 1,

| hope everyone is prepared for the sweltering summer months ahead! This month, | need to touch on the
Board of Trustee approved rate changes for Maintenance Department related tasks. As | hope everyone
is aware, the prices of just about everything in the world have skyrocketed. In an attempt to help maintain
Crestwood Village 1 as we have in the past, and to meet the demands created by unanticipated large
repairs which are turning into a monthly basis, this is a necessary evil as we are all trying our best to navi-
gate through these continued trying times. Rather than go through the entire list of tasks, | wanted to
mention a few tasks that will more than likely affect the residents. The hourly rate for Maintenance
Department services is now $50 per hour, with a $25 minimum charge for the first half hour. Emergency
callouts (outside of regular business hours) will now be charged $100 for the service. Please call the
Maintenance Department at 732-350-2202 to discuss other items, as several tasks are not charged on
an hourly rate and will be a lump sum payment.

Please contact the Maintenance Department or the Village 1 Clubhouse with any questions or concerns
that you might have. We cannot repair or replace items if we don't know there are issues.

On another topic, outside yard work and common areas. With the improving weather, more people will be
spending time outdoors planting and maintaining the yards. Please be mindful that the 3 foot perimeter
around your respective unit is considered yours and it is your responsibility to keep it clean and organized.

If this area gets "out of control you can expect to receive a letter from the Trustees Office asking to clean
this area, with potential fines to follow. The rest of the area is considered "common grounds' and if you
intend to add a landscaping bed, several plantings or a single planting, these need to be submitted to the
Board of Trustees for approval. We check on location, species of planting and if the planting/construction
will immpede the Maintenance Department or the lawn cutting service. Patios (concrete or pavers) require
a permission request form as well.

Additionally, the Trustees Office and the Maintenance Department are still experiencing intermittent issues
with our phone lines. Please continue to be patient while these issues are worked out, we do have the
wheels in motion to have this corrected...hopefully soon! If you have the ability, you can email the Main-
tenance Department using the email: crestwoodlmaintenance@gmail.com.
